Frequently Asked Questions
This application includes two sections: School-wide Tier 1 Implementation, and Action Planning.  Please note that ALL requirements must be turned in by the deadline.  Teams will NOT be prompted to submit missing items and incomplete applications will not be reviewed.
My school received an overall score of “Exemplary” on our Key Feature Evaluation this year. Do we need to apply for Phase 2?
No. If your school had a Key Feature Evaluation for the current school year and received an overall score of “Exemplary,” you will automatically receive Phase 2 Recognition. However, if your school received a score of “Exemplary” for the previous school year, you will need to apply and complete an action plan to again receive Phase 2 to reflect current year efforts. 
Does my school need to apply for Phase 1 before we can apply for Phase 2?

No.  If your school has received an overall “Exemplary” or “Proficient” score on the Key Feature Evaluation at any time, you may apply for Phase 2 without having applied for Phase 1.  
How many recommendations/data trends do I need to address in the Action Plan?

At least three recommendations/data trends should be addressed in your Action Plan. Consider the KFE recommendations for Essential Items first, as well as areas in which the school earned exploring or developing (if applicable). From the DE-PBS Status Tracker results, consider items identified as partially or not yet in place this year.  
Is this the entire PBS recognition process?

No, this is Phase 2 of a multi-phase recognition system. The complete recognition system includes several levels of recognition that encompass the universal, targeted and intensive levels of a multi-tiered system of behavioral support.  Currently Phases 1-4 of this process are available for application.  
What do schools receive if they earn Phase 2 recognition?

Schools are awarded a banner to display. Notification of recognition is shared at the district and state levels.
